2. New Buying Rule

Contracted suppliers will only accept bookings made under the Advertising Services CUA if a Government Purchasing Card is identified as a method of payment or a purchase order number is provided at the time of booking.

This rule also applies if you are using a creative agency to book campaign or non-campaign advertising on your behalf. Please ensure that you provide this information when you engage a creative agency so it can be included at the time of booking your advertising.

Public sector buyers are reminded that the Government Purchasing Card offers a quick and convenient method of payment for advertising services. 

When paying by Purchasing Card, the cardholder’s business address details must be provided to the supplier to ensure the cardholder receives the invoice and payment should be made as soon as possible after the invoice is received. 

This buying rule takes affect as from the date of this notice.
